


HOW THE PROGRAM

Works
FFA chapters can enroll in the program anytime between February 1, 2026 - October 1, 2026. During enroll-
ment, chapters will select the number of tickets they would like to sell. Tickets will be sent to the chapter. If the 
chapter sells all of their tickets, they can request additional tickets.

On each ticket, there will be a line for each ticket purchaser to designate an FFA chapter they would like a por-
tion of their ticket sale to be donated to.

Tickets will be one (1) for $20 or six (6) tickets for $100.

TICKETS SOLD BY FFA CHAPTERS:
•	For each $20 dollar ticket sold by an FFA 

chapter; $10 stays with the chapter

•	For each $100 bundle of tickets sold by an 
FFA chapter; $50 stays with the chapter

Example: If Chapter A sells 30 tickets at $20 
each. The chapter earns $300 and sends $300 
to MSGA.

TICKETS SOLD BY MSGA OR A 
MASSEY DEALERSHIP:

•	For each $20 dollar ticket sold by MSGA/
Massey; $10 will be donated to a local 
chapter if the purchaser selects a local FFA 
chapter

•	For each $100 bundle of tickets sold by an 
FFA chapter; $50 will be donated to a lo-
cal chapter if the purchaser selects a local 
FFA chapter

* If a FFA chapter is not identified, the 
proceeds will stay with MSGA.

Example: If Massey store Z sells 15 ticket bun-
dles at $100 each and Chapter A is written on 
the tickets, then Chapter A will earn $750 and 
a payment will be sent to the chapter after the 
reconciliation period.

TICKET RECONCILIATION
Participating chapters can submit their tickets at 
any time however there will be three reconcilia-
tions/payment.

RECONCILIATION #1
•	Chapters, MSGA and Massey branches 

submit money and sold tickets to MSGA 
by June 1, 2026. 

•	Donations to chapters will be distributed 
no later than June 30, 2026.

RECONCILIATION #2
•	Chapters, MSGA and Massey branches 

submit money and sold tickets to MSGA 
by September 1, 2026. 

•	Donations to chapters will be distributed 
no later than September 30, 2026.

RECONCILIATION #3
•	Chapters, MSGA and Massey branches 

submit money and sold tickets to MSGA 
by December 1, 2026. 

•	Donations to chapters will be distributed 
no later than December 30, 2026.

CHAPTER INCENTIVE 
OPPORTUNITIES
After the year’s final reconciliation, on December 
31, 2026, the top chapters in gross ticket sales (ie: 
total value of the ticket the chapter sold) will re-
ceive:

•	First place will receive a $500 bonus.

•	Second place will receive a $250 bonus.

•	Third place will receive a $100 bonus.



How long do I get to use the tractor?

How do I designate my local FFA chapter to 
recieve some of the funds from my raffle 
ticket purchase?
On each ticket, there is a line for each ticket 
purchaser to designate an FFA chapter they would 
like a portion of their ticket sale to be donated to.

When will the winner of the raffle be drawn?
During MSGA’s Annual Convention & Trade Show in 
Billings, Montana, December 3 - 5, 2026.

How much of the ticket sales benefit Montana 
FFA Chapters?
Tickets sold by an FFA chapter
For each $20 dollar ticket sold by an FFA chapter; 
$10 stays with the chapter. For each $100 bundle of 
tickets sold by an FFA chapter; $50 stays with the 
chapter. 

Tickets sold by MSGA or a Massey Ferguson Deal-
ership
For each $20 dollar ticket sold by MSGA/Massey; 
$10 will be donated to a local chapter if the 
purchaser provides a local FFA chapter. For each 
$100 bundle of tickets sold by MSGA/Massey; $50 
will be donated to a local chapter if the purchaser 
provides a local FFA chapter. If a FFA chapter is not 
identified, the proceeds will stay with MSGA.
